As the world becomes more complex and interconnected, it is critical that our colleges and 
universities internationalize their campuses. Speci�cally, the effort to internationalize should 
be aimed at impacting the spectrum of fundamental activities within the institution, including 
undergraduate and graduate education, research and discovery, scholarly public service 
and engagement, and general campus activities, each of which contributes in distinctive 
and signi�cant ways to campus climate. Although higher education increasingly recognizes 
the need to internationalize, particularly the undergraduate experience, a considerable gap 
exists between the rhetoric of internationalizing education and the reality of institutional 
priorities and activities. 

Much of the recent attention on international education has focused on study abroad 
with the U.S. Senate designating 2006 as the year of Study Abroad and introducing 
legislation to create a large fellowship program for overseas studies. However, only a 
small percentage of US college graduates have studied abroad (fewer than 10% nationally 
and fewer than 20% at UC Davis). For the large majority of UC Davis students, we must 
aggressively pursue other means to prepare them to be knowledgeable and respectful of 
different cultures, informed about international and global matters, and effective as business 
and world leaders. 

Most students will depend on the internationalization of the curriculum for this critical 
learning. Internationalizing the curriculum requires a focus on distinct but complementary 
and interdependent components of undergraduate education: General Education (GE) 
requirements; coursework in the academic major and minor; and foreign language 
acquisition. In many ways, the General Education curriculum, with its focus on the qualities 
of a well-educated person, lays the foundation for all the educational activities and learning 
goals of UC Davis, and this is why expanding the General Education program has been 
seen as core to internationalizing the curriculum. 

At the 2005 Chancellor�s Fall Conference on Internationalizing the Campus, a key 
recommendation was to consider the creation of a General Education requirement in global 
competency. In 2003 and again in 2006, the UC Davis Academic Senate Committee 
on International Studies and Exchanges proposed a new three-unit GE requirement in 
global citizenship to be ful�lled by either 1) an approved course offered on campus 
(or an internship) or 2) a study abroad experience. Guidelines for the consideration of 
appropriate courses included the extent to which they promote cross-cultural understanding 
and respect; provide an experience in a culture outside the US; and enhance knowledge 
and skills in areas such as social justice, public health, community development and 
environmental policy in a global context. A complementary Davis Honors Challenge study 
showed that 71% of the student body felt it was important to graduate from UC Davis with 
a global perspective. Most recently, the Report of the Academic Senate�s Task Force on 
General Education (Jan. 2007) focused on those qualities that prepare undergraduates to 
be thoughtful, engaged citizens possessing a broad cosmopolitan view of the community,

He teaches 
undergraduate, graduate and extension food science, sensory 
science and consumer science courses, and has taught Food, 
Folklore and Health in the UC Davis Summer Abroad Program 
in Burgos, Spain from 2001�06. For 2005�06, he served 
as Director of the University of California Education Abroad 
Program in Madrid, Spain. UOIP is delighted to welcome such 
an accomplished scholar to its team.

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nation and world. Under Civic and Cultural Literacy, the Task Force proposed a Global 
Cultures requirement designed �to create educated people who can live comfortably and 
productively in a world where communication technologies, economic relationships, and 
the �ow of people across national borders increasingly challenge national identities and 
create transnational, global cultures.� The proposed implementation plan to acquire this 
knowledge, however, is somewhat inconsistent with the earlier proposals. Recognizing 
the importance of second language acquisition as a vital component of internationalizing 
the curriculum, the Task Force proposal would require a) an appropriate campus course 
b) a study abroad program or c) an introductory foreign language course. However, we 
believe the requirement of a single foreign language course (worth only three units) is not 
adequate to the task and belongs more appropriately in the Report�s section on Literacy 

with Words and Images. Here, a two course foreign language requirement would 
better complement the global cultures course/study abroad requirement and 

be of greater bene�t in helping students achieve the General Education goals 
and objectives.

Chancellor Larry Vanderhoef captured best the vision for internationalizing 
the curriculum in his 2004 Convocation speech �Crossing Boundaries 
Imagined and Real�:
�And what better place to prepare those world citizens, people who can 

see bridges instead of boundaries, than at our colleges and universities? I 
hope that a global perspective will eventually permeate our curriculum and our 

discussions and that the day will come when all of our students will be able to have an 
experience in another culture.�

This is a goal toward which we can all strive.

During a recent symposium held April 13�14 in San Francisco, UC Davis joined the University 
of San Francisco in jointly sponsoring the biennial Scholars at Risk symposium. The Scholars 
at Risk Network (SAR) is an international network of nearly 150 universities and colleges 
dedicated to protecting academic freedom and aiding threatened scholars abroad. The 
network provides a safe haven at western universities for international scholars whose work is 
censored in their home countries for political reasons. 

UC Davis was one of the inaugural campuses to join the Network and the UC Davis School 
of Law hosted the �rst Scholar at Risk, a lawyer from Bangladesh Dr. Maimul Khan, in 2003. 
The UC Davis School of Law and UC Davis Extension sponsored the �rst day of the Scholars at 
Risk symposium.

This year�s symposium, the �rst held on the West Coast, focused on �Human Rights & 
Academic Repression.� Participants discussed the intersections between international human 
rights standards, strategies, and traditional understandings of academic freedom and 
institutional autonomy in higher education. Recognizing historical and ongoing attacks on 
scholars and universities worldwide, the symposium explored intellectual and practical ways 
to mitigate such attacks and promote human rights scholarship, advocacy and policy-making. 
Several UC Davis Scholars at Risk Advisory Committee members and other UC Davis faculty 
and staff were among the active participants, including William B. Lacy, Jean-Xavier Guinard, 
and Nicole Ranganath (UOIP), Beth Greenwood and Marty West (School of Law), Keith 
Watenpaugh (Religious Studies), and Kim Haky (SISS).

Lucio K. Tan, Jr. (�91 BS, Civil Engineering) hosted a dinner on 
February 18, 2007 for UC Davis alumni and friends in Manila 
in the Philippines. The dinner provided an opportunity for over 
�fty guests to network, meet with senior UC Davis leadership, 
and learn more about recent campus developments, and 
resulted in the identi�cation of several leaders who will work 
with the University to establish an of�cial chapter of the Cal 
Aggie Alumni Association in the country.

After reconnecting with UC Davis during Chancellor Larry 
Vanderhoef�s trip to Singapore in summer 2005, Karen Ho 
Wong (�83 BS, Zoology) has actively been pursuing ways 
to support her alma mater in Singapore. Her career at the 
National University of Singapore brings her into daily contact 
with students, and her desire to impact their lives led her to 
explore the option of working with visiting UC Davis students. 
Last December Karen volunteered to coordinate a welcome 
reception for visiting UC Davis Education Abroad Students.

In November and December 2006 the International Law 
Programs at the UC Davis School of Law and UC Davis 
Extension welcomed to the campus a group of 30 in-house 
corporate lawyers from PetrobrÆs S.A. (Petróleo Brasileiro) for 
an intensive study program.
